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The swimming egg / 1
You need:
· 1 tablespoon

· 3 glasses

· water

· 2 raw (fresh!) eggs

· 3 tablespoons of salt

The swimming egg / 2

To do: 

Use two glasses. Put each egg in a glass. Fill one glass very gently with cold water almost till the edge.

…. NOTHING.

To do:

Now fill the third glass with water and add two or three tablespoons of salt. Stir it. 

Pour the salty water into the empty glass with the egg.

 What happens ?
What do you think will happen now?

The swimming egg / 7

Conclusion:

The egg will float on the surface of the water.

Salt itself has got a lot of power. It carries the egg on top.

Clue – You certainly have heard of the Dead Sea! There you can swim on the surface of the water without to sink. The Dead Sea exists of one quarter of different salts.
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
