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Swimming water / 1
You need:

· salt
· food colouring (blue)
· 3 glasses

· 1 teaspoon

· pipette

· tea towel

Swimming water / 2

To do: 

Fill a glass with water and add salt. Stir it as long as
the salt won´t dissolve anymore. Some salt will lay on the ground.

Fill some water in the second glass and colour it with the food colouring. Take as much colour until the water is going to be dark blue.

Swimming water / 3

Fill the third glass with the salt water, but only half of it. 

Use the pipette to soak up the blue water. 

Gently let it stream on the glass wall onto the salt water. Do that a few times.

Swimming water / 4

What happens  … :

What do you think will happen?
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Swimming water / 5

Conclusion:

The blue water is swimming! It is lighter than salt water. The tap water “is swimming” on top of the salt water.
